   On a regular basis while sitting and studying 
in my office, one of the ladies will walk in and 
blurt out some comment that startles me.  This 
quick unannounced action causes my whole body 
to jump and cause strange noises to come 
bursting from my mouth. 
   When fear comes upon us from out of no 
where it can produce a strange adrenaline rush 
that can be fun.  Many people love being petri-
fied on a terrifying roller coaster or by watch-
ing a scary movie.   
   Some fears are taught.  For example, acro-
phobia (heights), claustrophobia (enclosed 
spaces), or aquaphobia (water).  Can be learned 
from a bad experience. 
   The fear of the Lord is a treasure that the 
book of Proverbs tries to convince us to pos-
sess.  Those who fear the Lord, will fear noth-
ing else (19:23).  The fear of the Lord adds 
length to life (10:27), it is a secure fortress 

for the one who fears and for his or her chil-
dren (14:26).  It is a fountain of life (15:16), it 
brings honor (22:4), and it should be praised 
when we see it (31:30). 
   What does the fear of the Lord look like?  It 
can be described as loving good and hating evil.  
“The fear of the Lord is to hate evil” (8:13).  In 
other words, it trusts God and obeys him. 
   The fear of the Lord  is a blessing.  How 
would your life increase if you truly hated sin?  
First, your own, then others (Mt. 7:3-5).  What 
would happen to sibling revelry?  Arguments be-
tween friends?  Dating?  Marriage? Work?  
CHURCH?!!!? 
   Good stories would be told.  Listening and 
forgiving would flourish.  Sin would be covered 
by humility and love.  People would be confronted 
with the same spirit. 
   I have an idea…we should all live in fear!  Of 
God that is.
