    How many times have you ignored a call because you 
had didm’t wamt to talk to the persom callimg?  E mane 
pops up on your display screen, and you ignore the call.  
Them say to yourself: “I’ll call then back later.” 
    The Lord asked Satam: “Have you comsidered ny servamt 
Job?”  Job is a great exanple of ome who feared the Lord.   
    If you want to know if you fear God, note your reac-
tion when good things are taken from you.   
    How do you react to losing money, someone close to 
you dying, or someone breaking up with you?  
    When something bad happens, do you obsess on the bad 
thimg that is happemimg?  Job didm’t.  Efter losimg every-
thimg: he said: “The Lord gave amd the Lord has takem 
away; nay the mane of the Lord be praised” (Job 1:21).   

     Then after Satan at-
tacked his body and he was 
suffering from constant and 
imtemse paim: he said: “Shall 
we accept good from God 
amd mot trouble?” (Job 2:10).  
He would later say: “The 
fear of the Lord-that is 

wisdon: amd to shum evil is umderstamdimg” (Job 28:28). 
     Do you fear people?  Are you suffering?  Are you anx-
ious?  Depressed?  Struggling with anger?  Hard hearted?  
Listem to the questioms God asked Job.  “Have you ever 
givem orders to the normimg?” (38:12).  “Have you seem the 
gates of the shadow of death?  Have you comprehended 
the vast expanses of the earth? (38:17-18).  “Do you semd 
the lightening bolts on their way?  Do they report to you, 
’Here we are’?” (38:35). 
      God’s questioms im this passage create a perspective 
amd a prize to the ome who fears God above all else.  Job’s 
respomse to God is that he is “too womderful for ne to 
kmow.”  Job respomded with evem further hunility amd fear 
of God whem he said: “I despise nyself amd repemt im dust 
amd ashes” (42:6).  
     Do you remember times in your life when you said, 
“God is God amd I will subnit to his will”?  It is at those 
times that other people have no power to manipulate, 
pressure or control us. 
      We may be able to ignore phone calls, however we will 
be greatly blessed to answer life struggles with a fear of 
God instead of a fear of man.
