Last summer some of our group learned of a high
school student suspended for inviting students to a Bible
study he was leading. The young man had good intentions,
however they were not very popular.

The story was told like this: A junior in high school was
handing out flyers at his school inviting students to a Bi-
ble study without causing a ruckus. He was doing so dur-
ing passing periods and not disrupting or adding to the
trash on the floor. When the principal learned of this, he
left his office to stop the young man. The principal
walked up to the young man as he was handing out flyers
to students passing by.
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the Lord absolutely branded on his
heart, because the person who fears
God fears nothing else.

Think of it. God tells you to speak
out publically against national policy in
such a way that you will be declared a
traitor. You are called to preach doom
and gloom to party goers. You will be
the most unpopular person in Israel and
Judah.

Ultimately, Isaiah offered himself
as a servant of God and obeyed. When

The principal said, "You will be suspended from school if we fear the Lord, we think less often of ourselves. When

you hand out one more of your flyers.” The young man
looked at the principal and with a smile handed out one
more flyer. Immediately the young man was taken to the
office and suspended. Even his friends criticized his ac-
tions and accused him of just wanting attention.

When Isaiah the prophet was called by God, he was
given a message that guaranteed he would be rejected and
physically threatened by others (Isa. 6:9-14). There would
be daily opportunities for him to fear man rather than

od. It was essential for him that he have the fear of

our heart is filled with the greatness of God, there is
ess room for the question, “What are people going to
think of me?”

It is like walking between Redwood trees, you are not
overwhelmed by the bushes. When in the presence of God,
everything that once controlled you, suddenly has less
power.

The young man took the school to court for one dollar
and won the right to hand out flyers to his Bible Study.
